Education = Opportunities

Approximately 80% of all careers require education and/or training beyond high school. Some careers require four years of college, while others require just one year of training. 

More education means more opportunities.

High school students should carefully consider and explore the following educational options:

1. Four-Year Colleges- look under “programs and majors” on a college website to discover opportunities and open doors you may never have known existed. A four-year degree is also called a bachelor’s degree.
2. Community Colleges- you can either complete a trade program in two years, or transfer to a four-year college for another degree. This option is affordable. We have MERTS and Clatsop!

3. Career, Trade Schools, and Apprenticeships- Some careers have their own training programs, such as plumbing, electrical, art, beauty, and culinary. Some of these programs can be completed in 6 months, while others take years. Always check for accreditation when you are looking into programs.
4. Military Careers- see your local recruiter to find out more.
