WHAT YOU CAN DO NOW

9th Grade
Get good grades- set reachable goals for most difficult classes

e.g. Many colleges require a C or better in 14 core subjects



Sign up for classes that meet college admissions requirements



e.g. 2 years of a language and 3 years of science
Develop responsible “school habits”- do homework daily

Explore possible career interests 
Explore different colleges- get inspired

Start a file- put in reminder notes to yourself about accomplishments, awards, and community and school activities. This will come in very handy when you are ready to apply for college and scholarships later



Get to know your counselor, administrators, & teachers

10th Grade

Take the PSAT (October at WHS)


Explore different colleges

Learn the college admissions requirements for various colleges and schools



(notice how they may differ from high school graduation requirements)

Map out your high school classes to include challenging, college prep courses that compliment your career interests

Visit the College & Career Center and Mrs.Enyart to get familiar with the resources available to you

Keep adding activities and accomplishments to a file folder – consider classes and clubs that include community service opportunities
Get to know your counselor and teachers

Start collecting letters of recommendation

Sort the mail you receive from colleges- requesting more information from colleges you are most interested in.

Take or retake the SAT or ACT- check with your potential college(s) to help decide


$ Fill out the fafsa, financial aid form (fafsa.ed.gov  January)



Attend WHS college nights & Clatsop CC college info. workshops


College advisors visit WHS regularly- listen for announcements & attend
