A. General

1. Special District #1 Wrestling consists of the following schools:

2. Weight cards and appropriate OSAA documentation must be signed and on file in the school before a competitor’s first match in 2007-08.

3. The wrestling season may begin as specified by the OSAA and close with the state tournament. Wrestling season shall consist of not more than 40 matches for each individual and not more than 14 dates for each school prior to the District/State meet.

4. Following the respective district qualification meet and until the state wrestling tournament begins, wrestlers may not compete against an opponent from a school other than his own.

5. The official interscholastic wrestling rules published by the National Federation of the State High School Athletic Association will govern wrestling competition. OSAA rules and league guidelines shall be followed.

B. League Meets

1. Starting time will be 5:00; with a 4:00 weigh-in. JV will participate. Three 4-ways – teams do not wrestle previously wrestled teams during 2nd and 3rd meet.

2. The home management shall provide head timer, assistant timer, announcer, scorer, score sheets, blood clean-up kit, table and chairs for all officials who are working the meet.

3. The home team shall call in the results of the meet to the Oregonian before 10:00 p.m. 

(1-800-452-1420).

League dual individual varsity match results are to be sent in to the league chairman by the next day following a league match and he will distribute these to the league coaches.

4. Scales for weighing participants shall be checked and certified each wrestling season, prior to the first weigh-in.

5. Each team in Special District One is required to wrestle in all regularly scheduled league matches in order to participate in the district tournament unless otherwise authorized by the district committee.

6. Each school needs to send varsity wrestlers to all league matches.

7. If a school cannot attend due to an emergency, that school will reschedule prior to District as set up by the mutual A.D.’s.

8. Probable JV and Varsity team rosters (including name, weight, and grade) will be faxed to the host school by 3:00 p.m. on the day prior to the meet.

C. District Tournament

1. Weigh-Ins

a. An injured or sick wrestler may be replaced by a wrestler not previously entered, providing the injury or sickness is verified by a doctor. No replacements will be allowed once the tournament begins. If there is no doctor’s note, it will be declared a forfeit.

b. If a wrestler fails to make weight, he is scratched from the tournament and cannot be replaced.

c. All weigh-in times will be determined by the meet director and will be conducted at the meet site on certified scales according to National Federation Rules.

d. The host school will have a doctor on site for weigh-ins on the first day.

Awards

a. The top 3 placers in each weight class will be awarded medals.

b. 4th through 6th place winners in each weight class will be awarded ribbons.

c. An Outstanding Wrestler for the upper weight classes (145 to 285), the lower weight classes (103-140), and Coach of the Year will be selected by the head coaches by ballot (one vote per team) – they will be awarded plaques.

d. Trophies will be awarded for Dual Team District 1 Champion, District 1 Champion, and District Runner-up and Sportsmanship Award.

3. Timers and Scorekeepers

a. There will be one experienced adult at each table.

b. Computerized scoring program will be kept in the District Packet and used to score the District Tournament.

4. Officials

a. The Host A.D. shall obtain the best possible officials.

b. Two officials shall work all semi-final matches and all placement matches consolation and championship. 
c. Officials will follow a set rotation in the finals matches as set up by the tournament             director and will not choose which matches they are to officiate.

Each team will be allowed three entries per weight class in the district tournament.  This         may necessitate 32 man brackets.  If that is the case, item 5g below will have to be adjusted to meet the 32-man bracket. 

5. Seeding Meeting

Teams will be randomly drawn to determine rotation and the weight classes will be listed for each school

a. Seeding Meeting will be held on the Monday prior to the District Meet at Vernonia
b. Placement of seeded wrestlers on brackets shall be:



No. 1 seed on line 1



No. 2 seed on line 16



No. 3 seed on line 9



No. 4 seed on line 8

c. Wrestlers with the most league wins will get the highest seed (seed only four wrestlers).

d. Coaches will bring a copy of their scorebook to the seeding meeting, for inspection by the Tournament Director if there is a challenge to the seed. If a wrestler’s record is found to be incorrect, the bracket will be redrawn or reseeded as needed.

e. Once the seeds are established coaches may call for a vote of exception. If a vote of exception is called, each coach will be given a maximum of five minutes to present their arguments. The coaches would then decide the seeding. If the vote ends in a tie, the seeding will remain as is.

f. The coach has the option of pulling the 4th seed. If he pulls the 4th seed then that weight will not have a 4th seed.

g. When the number of competitors is not 16, there shall be byes in the first round. The number of byes shall be equal to the difference between the number of competitors and 16. After seeded wrestlers have been placed on the bracket and the byes drawn, byes should be evenly distributed throughout the quarter bracket. When an odd number of byes exist, the last bye shall be drawn randomly to be placed in the upper or lower bracket.

h. During the seeding meeting, three weight classes will be listed on the board, starting with the lowest weight class and moving upward. Wrestlers in each class will be listed. A coach can move his wrestlers up in class after seeing the lists, then the seeding will begin and the weight class will be closed.  This procedure is repeated until all fourteen classes have been seeded.  This will allow flexibility to place wrestlers in the weight class, which would allow them the best opportunity to advance. Current weight classes are: 103, 112, 119, 125, 130, 135,140, 145, 152, 160, 171, 189, 215 and 285.

i. After the seeded wrestlers have been placed and the byes drawn: 

· First, teams with seeded wrestlers  will draw using school rotation.

· Teams with three entries; 3rd entry will be randomly drawn after teams with 1or 2 entries have been entered.
· Second, teams with two wrestlers shall draw two, one for the top and one for the bottom bracket (using school rotation for that weight). 

· Then, teams with only one wrestler shall have the choice of drawing from the lower and upper bracket if the option exits (using school rotation for that weight).

· Then coaches with 2 slots place wrestlers using school rotation, coaches choose as to which wrestler on top and on bottom.

j. If a seeded wrestler cannot wrestle the weight is re-seeded except in the case of the fourth place seed.

6. Criteria for Seeding

a. If a tie occurs in the League record it is broken by:

i. Who won the League match?

ii. Best record in the same weight as entered in the District Meet.

iii. Returning state placers by state seeding criteria.

iv. Best record in the higher weight.

v. Best record in the lower weight.

vi. Returning 1st and 2nd place district winners same weight.

vii. Returning 1st and 2nd place district winners from a higher weight.

viii. Returning 1st and 2nd place district winners from a lower weight.

ix. Returning 3rd and 4th place district winners.

x. Returning 3rd and 4th place district winners from a higher weight.

xi. Returning 3rd and 4th place district winners from a lower weight.

xii. Returning 5th and 6th place district winners.

xiii. Returning 5th and 6th place district winners from a higher weight.

xiv. Returning 5th and 6th place district winners from a lower weight.

xv. Draw a number from the container – the highest number will receive the highest seed.

7. Vote of Exception – 

After the 4th place seed has been accepted or declined, a coach may call for a vote of exception. The purpose of this action would be to bypass the stated seeding criteria. The coach would state his reasoning to the League Coaches. The coaches would decide if such action was justified. Vote of exception on a wrestler is final – NO REVOTE.

8.
If two wrestlers from the same school or two wrestlers who have already met are scheduled to wrestle each other in the consolation bracket prior to the consolation finals, the conflict is resolved by:  1) flipping the two inside wrestlers; 2) flipping the two wrestlers from the top line of the bracket pairing.

9.     Complimentary passes will be distributed as follows: one per participating wrestler, four coaches per school, one driver, six additional passes to be used for statisticians, advisors, administrators, additional coaches, etc. Cheerleaders will be admitted in uniform (they may not be on the mat side).

11. If a team declines to participate, they shall move to the bottom of the rotation.

12. League Chairperson duties are assigned by the District Tournament Host.

13.
In case of an appeal at the district tournament and coaches have met and reached an impasse, the appeals committee (made up of the three designated administrators           from the schools following the host school in alphabetical order) will meet and resolve the conflict. If one of those schools is involved in the dispute the voting responsibilities will rotate to the next school alphabetically. The district meet director will preside over any appeal.
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
